Application

It is advised that where possible the Lossnay unit and housing should be installed in an area
sheltered from the wind. Preferably the unit should be mounted on a suitable, level support so that
the bottom of the air inlet grille is at least 300mm above floor level.

Ducting connected to the Supply Air and Return Air should be fully insulated to ensure maximum
efficiency from the Lossnay Heat Exchanger.

Sufficient space should be allowed to enable access to the service access panel and the
serviceable parts within.

Weatherproof Lossnay Housing - Assembly Instructions

Carefully remove all housing parts from the
packaging and place the base assembly

consisting of parts on a flat

surface.

Remove duct plenums from Lossnay unit and
fit following Mitsubishi Electric instructions.

Place the Lossnay square on the base
assembly with the electric box at the same
side as the rubber grommets.

Remove the transport / hanging brackets
from the Lossnay unit.

Align the back panel @to the Lossnay unit and fit

@ using 3 x M6 X 12 set screws (11)

Repeat this procedure for fitting the door panel @

Align the OA & EA panel @ to the Lossnay unit and
fit using 3 x M6 X 12 set screws @and screw to
the back and door panels using 4 x M4 X 25 set

SCrews @ and 4 x nylon washers

Repeat this procedure for fitting the SA & RA
panel

@ Place the top cover @ over the housing panels
and fix using 8 x M4 X 16 set screws @ and

8 x nylon washers

@ The Lossnay and weatherproof housing is now
complete for final installation.

It is advised that the Lossnay unit and housing
@ should be securely mounted on a suitable
support to minimise vibration and movement
and to ensure that the bottom of the air inlet
spigot is at least 300mm above floor level.

Additionally 45 degree angle cowls with wire
mesh guards should be fitted to the outside air
intake and exhaust air outlet spigots, as per
installed example shown to prevent water and
bird / rodent access.

Access to filter, core and electrical panel

To access the electrical panel remove the
screws from around the door panel.

Take care to support the panel by the handle
to prevent it from dropping free.

Slide the panel down and away to expose
access to the Lossnay services.

Care should be taken to protect the services area
from moisture ingress.
