(3 | Field-supplied parts )

The following parts are necessary to mount the Mounting attachment B type (PAC-YG81TB) on the wall.

Use screws that are suitable for the wall type.
The weight of the AG-150A including the Mounting attachment B type (PAC-YG81TB) is 2.7 kg (6.0 Ibs).
Use screws with the head size of between 7.0 and 8.8 mm (5/16 and 6/16 in).

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(5 | Selecting an Installation Site )

1. Required installation space
Install the Mounting attachment B type (PAC-YG81TB) where the space indicated in the figure below can be secured.

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(6 | Installation )

The cable can be routed either from the top or the bottom.

1. To route the cable from the top

(1) Cut out the knockout hole on the Mounting attachment B type (PAC-YG81TB) at the top with a nipper for the cable
(the thin part of the plastic).

Install the Mounting attachment B type (PAC-YG81TB)
so that the arrow (NUP) on the back of it points up.

(2) Sand the cut surface of the knockout hole smooth.

Any rough edges that are left may damage the cable and cause electric shock or fire.




(3) Install the Mounting attachment B type (PAC-YG81TB) with

the six mounting screws (field-supplied). NOTE

Use screws that are suitable for the wall type. Install the Mounting attachment B type (PAC-YG81TB)

Install it on the surface strong enough to support its weight. so that the arrow (1NUP) on the back of it points up.

(4) Push the cable through the knockout hole.

(5) Remove AG-150A surface cover.

Insert a flat-tip screwdriver in the holes
indicated and move the handle up to
remove the cover.




(6) Connect the cable to the AG-150A.

* When routing the cable from the top of the controller, let the cable hang down below the connector before connecting it to
the terminal block or connector as shown in the figure below to prevent water from running down the cable and cause
electric shock or fire.

(8) Securely seal the cable lead-in port with putty to prevent dew, water and insect, etc. from entering.

(9) Install the AG-150A with the four screws that are supplied.
If the LAN link-up cable is used, place it inside the Mounting attachment B type.

(10) Attach the cover on the AG-150A.




2. To route the cable from the bottom
(1) Cut out the knockout hole on the Mounting attachment B type (PAC-YG81TB) at the bottom with a nipper for the cable.

Install the Mounting attachment B type (PAC-YG81TB) so that
the arrow (NUP) on the back of it points up.

(7 | Access panel )

There is a maintenance access panel at the bottom of the Mounting attachment B type.
The maintenance access panel is used for maintenance purpose when the AG-150A is not always connected to the LAN.

To open the maintenance access panel
(1) Unscrew the four screws on the panel with a Phillips driver.

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(2) Remove the panel by placing your finger on the dent at right and pulling it down.

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If the AG-150A is not always connected to the LAN, connect a LAN cable to the LAN link-up cable through this maintenance access
panel to upgrade the AG-150A software as necessary.
